My Dears Friends,

We say at mass when we recite the Lamb of God:

Lamb of God you take away the sin of the world, have mercy on us.
Lamb of God you take away the sin of the world, have mercy on us.
Lamb of God you take away the sin of the world, grant us peace.

Do we want peace in our lives? If we do, it’s through Jesus Christ.

In our Gospel reading last week, we heard how the Magi, "having 
been warned in a dream not to return to Herod, they departed for 
their country by another way." My thoughts when reflecting on 
the final lines are very clear. When one encounters the living 
God, we begin to do things a different way. Our journey just like 
the Magi will be taken through a different road.

We become disciples of Jesus Christ when we ask the “Lamb of 
God” for Mercy. Mercy for our sinfulness. Mercy for our 
salvation. We want “peace.” When this realization happens, we 
can begin our journey. Being disciples, we are called to give 
witness, we are called to give testimony on how Jesus has 
revealed Himself to us in our lives.

In today's Gospel John the Baptist said when he saw Jesus coming: 
“Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the 
world!” John the Baptist is still pointing to Christ, continuing his 
witness as to the identity of who the Christ is.

Question? As followers of Jesus Christ do our actions in our lives 
point to Him? Are we a reflection of Jesus' identity in our lives?

John the Baptist said, “there goes the Lamb of God.” He pointed, he 
directed, and he steered his disciples, and the people he was 
ministering to Jesus Christ. The way to our salvation is through Jesus 
Christ. We are reminded in today’s Gospel, which comes exactly 
after the occurrence between the delegation of religious leaders 
(Pharisees and Sadducees), where John with authority labeled them a 
bunch of “brood-vipers.” He knew how corrupted and hypocritical 
both delegations were, and John showed them his own identity. John 
the Baptist did not speak of himself to the delegation but continued to 
speak of the Messiah.

My dear friends, because of our “sin” we fall at times in the 
categories of our passions, desires, selfishness, and bad 
choices. When we realize in our lives, we need to be forgiven for our 
“sins” we have begun to allow Jesus Christ, the Lamb of God, who 
takes away the sin of the world in our lives.
